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Bus Stop Relocation for Right Side Pick-ups
The safest bus stop is one at which students do not have to cross the street to enter the bus. Often this cannot be avoided. In such cases, students should be instructed to wait to cross (especially with a 45-55 mph speed limit, reduced driver visibility or other safety-related obstacles) until the school bus arrives. That way the student may cross under the control and protection of the lights and stop sign, with the assistance of the driver’s hand signal.
If you, the driver, have a stop where students must cross and you have a suggestion on how the route could be changed to eliminate a student crossing situation, please report it to the transportation department for further evaluation.
